On 15 October 1915 he was promoted Captain in
the field
He was honoured by being Mentioned in Dispatches
'ANZAC' / Gallipoli, which was awarded and
promulgated in the London Gazette, No. 29664, on
11 July 1916; Commonwealth Gazette No. 176, 30
November 1916
Captain Thomas Joseph was killed in action on 8
November 1915 at Gallipoli, aged 33
His war service was in Egypt and Gallipoli.
